Workshop will explore academic integrity

Academic integrity is a concern for colleges and here at Eastern Connecticut State University, the Office of AccessAbility Services, a Division of Student Affairs, hopes to teach students how to avoid academic misconduct. ECSU Judicial Officer Kimberly Silcox will be speaking Thursday, October 9th 8:30-10:30pm in Student Center Room 205.

 
The workshop will discuss definitions of cheating and plagiarism, university procedures, the university’s policies and procedures, paper citation and paraphrasing techniques, and student rights. As students work on research papers, knowing proper citation techniques is critical. 


The 2003/2004 ECSU Student Handbook defines plagiarism as: “Presenting the work of others as one’s own. The “work of others” includes any work bought or borrowed from another student as well as work copied from a book, magazine, newspaper, or other medium. Complicity in another’s act of plagiarism is itself an act of plagiarism.” Students are encouraged to clearly and accurately cite references to the ideas and work of others. 


The Political Science Department suggests students to keep a few basic rules in mind. Quotation marks should be used when the printed words of another person and that such quotes longer than three lines need to be indented. Citations for quotations should include page numbers. Rules for printed material also apply to Internet sources as well as video and audio sources. 


Students should see their professor if they are uncertain what proper citations are. They are also reminded that penalties for plagiarism can vary from failing the assignment, failing the course, and/or university disciplinary charges.
