A closed judicial hearing was held Tuesday, December 11 for five students more commonly known as the “campus poopers”. Chief Lewis Perry said that the tape revealed that the students purgation in a sink in the common restroom in a residence hall with four sinks next to each other. Chief Perry said that this information lead to another investigation at the Sports Center Pool that determined that the same students pooed in the pool. An additional warrant is being issued to one of the two arrested at the construction site for their involvement at the Sports Center Pool.



Unconfirmed rumors around campus include students breaking into student’s residence halls and defecating on their furniture. Another rumor includes students defecating in Shafer Hall 110 last week and leaving a message on the blackboard. Other gossip around campus was that a student urinated in one of the elevators in the Library on a regular basis that supposedly was caught on tape by a camera installed in the elevator by Facilities. 


“The ECSU Police Department takes these acts very seriously and also in dealing with the students committing these acts as is the university administration. These types of acts will be dealt with upholding the laws they violated and the safety of the campus community. Those who participate in such acts will not be the type of students that we want to continue their education at this university. Some of the acts committed went beyond normal college pranks to where the health and well being of the college community was at risk. Those involved in these incidents will be dealt with appropriately,” said Chief Perry.


He said that no similar incidents were reported at any of the other CSU schools. Obviously, a university that strives to provide a comfortable learning environment for students and faculty will not tolerate such bizarre juvenile acts.


There are so many opportunities available to students both on and off our campus in which they can both be entertained and stimulated. Campus clubs and plays entertain students on campus while nearby Hartford, Manchester, and Providence allows students to shop, see a movie, or enjoy nightlife. In other words, there is plenty to do around campus other than pooping in public and videotaping it.  Not only did they imitate “Jackass”, they each became one.
