
If you are looking for an inspirational movie about determination and making one’s dreams come true than the movie A Beautiful Mind is definitely one that you should check out. The movie is based on the true-life story of John Forbes Nash, Jr., a mathematical prodigy who faces obstacles as a result of schizophrenia and social isolation. 

The movie begins in 1948 when Nash started as a graduate student at Princeton University. His roommate helps him to start loving people and he gets married after landing a prestigious position at MIT. However, his wife discovers him slowly slipping into madness and helps him undergo psychiatric help. Nash resides in a psychiatric ward for a short time, undergoes shock therapy, and takes drugs that help his schizophrenia but ultimately what helps him is his determination to fight the illness on his own terms. His severe psychiatric problems would have broken many men but not Nash. 

The end of the movie shows Nash as he gains respect from his peers and as a result of his mathematical hypotheses he wins the Noble Prize. Some parts of the movie are drawn out and the movie is two hours and thirty minutes long but it is definitely a great movie about the remarkable triumph of the human spirit. 

Russell Crow and Jennifer Connelly, do an excellent job in their roles as Nash and Alicia (Nash’s wife). Crow won a Golden Globe Award for Best Actor in a drama while Connelly won a Golden Globe Award for Best Supporting Actress. The Directors Guild of America is nominating Ron Howard, director and producer of the movie, for Best Director.
