“New Administration Building Has A Purpose”


Tuition-paying students and Connecticut taxpayers might ask why Eastern Connecticut State University needs a brand-new Administration Building. The reason is as simple as centralizing important offices of the university under one roof and putting all Facilities-related offices under one roof. Changes are being made to make our university a more efficient place to learn, work and live. 

The current configuration consists of offices located in a variety of buildings that currently include the current Administration building, Eastern Hall, Shafer Hall, and university-owned houses on High Street. The Facilities Department has half of its offices in the current Administration Building, a building originally built as a Facilities Building. The other half of the Facilities Department is located in Nathan Hale Hall; an extremely old building that is on Main Street. 


The new Administration Building will open between mid-June and early July, according to Nancy Tinker, Director of Facilities and Management at ECSU. Fiscal Affairs, Institutional Advancement, Alumni Affairs, Human Resources, Institutional Research and Planning, University Relations, the President’s Office, all of the Vice President’s Offices, the Office of Equity and Diversity will all be moved into the new building. The new building will also feature a training room. 


“You can’t tell from outside the building but the first floor of the building will only be half the size of the second and third floors since the first floor was built into the hillside. The first floor of the building is at ground level on its High Street side while the second floor of the building will be connected to the Support Services Center through a [walking] bridge connector,” said Tinker. 


Tinker says that in May the building may appear to be finished but furniture would still need to be setup and there will need to be a coordinated move of computers and telephones. She also mentioned the need to air out the building from fumes that were caused from installation of carpeting.
